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Conclusions

Case numbers have increased, however patients in hospital and ICU have
continued to decline over the last week. R between 0.7 to 0.9.

Patients in Hospital and ICU have decreased further in the last week.
Reported deaths have decreased by 24% in the week to 17 March.

Variant B.1.1.7 is now prevalent in Scotland. We are monitoring other
variants of concern.

Almost 2 million people have now been vaccinated, and have already
met the initial target for several JCVI priority groups including over
315,000 frontline health and social care workers.
