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1 Introduction and Background

1.1 Context

This report details the methodology, data, and calculations that are central to
the Scottish Government’s distribution of revenue funding between Scotland’s
32 local authorities, for financial year 2020-21. Any methodological or data
changes since the 2019-20 local government finance settlement are also
explained.

Grant Aided Expenditure (GAE), Special Islands Needs Allowance (SINA),
Former Ring-fenced Grants (FRFGs), redeterminations and other allocations
are the first steps in the calculation of the General Revenue Funding (GRF)
which each local authority receives annually from the Scottish Government.

The subsequent steps in the calculation of GRF involve taking into account
income local authorities receive from specific grants, Council Tax and Non-
domestic Rates. These additional details are set out in Local Government
Finance Circular No 2/2020.

1.2 What is GAE?

GAE is the needs-based methodology used to allocate the pre-determined
Spending Review funding totals equitably amongst local authorities, based on a
‘client-group approach’ (described in next section).

Total GAE of over £8 billion is split into 88 individual local authority sub-services
which had, until this settlement, generally been maintained at the same levels
since 2007-08 (see section 2.1). However, in an effort to start to simplify
allocation arrangements, a few services have been merged, and some other
allocations have been merged with GAE, changing the amounts they distribute
(see the last part of section 2.2).

The individual sub-service totals are referred to as GAE ‘lines’ (for example, the
Primary School Teaching Staff GAE line) and each has its own methodology to
calculate the allocations for each local authority. Once all GAE lines have been
calculated, the lines are summed to give GAE totals for each local authority.

Special Islands Needs Allowance (SINA) for local authorities with island
populations is calculated and added to the total GAE to give the Total Estimated
Service Expenditure by local authority. Broadly speaking, SINA adds about ten
per cent onto the total GAE for island authorities or populations. This is
combined with the other items of provision as described in section 1.3, to give
Updated Service Provision (Column 1 in Annex B of the Circular).

It is important to note that the individual service GAE allocations are not, nor
ever have been, budgets or spending targets; they are simply an allocation
methodology designed to distribute the overall levels of resources to be made
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available. They are not intended to be used by local authorities to allocate
resources. The decisions about the amounts allocated to individual services are
made entirely by the local authority on the basis of local needs, having first
fulfilled its statutory obligations and the jointly agreed set of national and local
priorities.

1.3 What are the other allocations?

In a change to the publication this year, the other allocations within the
calculation of total estimated expenditure are included. These are of two types.
Former ring-fenced grants (FRFGs) were originally distributed for strictly defined
purposes, but since 2007-08 have been part of the general revenue funding
allocation. They are however still distributed based on the formulae designed to
match the client-base that the original grants served, as local authorities
generally still hold those responsibilities. Redeterminations are also additional
areas of spend identified and supported by central government that have been
added to the settlement in recent years. Other allocations provide support for
servicing outstanding debt and PPP projects, and provide protection against
large year-on-year changes through the use of a funding floor.

In the past these other allocations were identified as single lines within the Local
Government Settlement finance circulars, but are now published individually to
aid transparency. They are reported here in section 3 of the tables. They
account for about £4.5 billion, a third of the amount distributed.

1.4 The client-group approach (i.e. methodology)

The client-group approach is an objective method used to estimate, within a
controlled total, the relative allocation of local authorities and is designed to take
into account variations in the demand for services and the costs of providing
them to a similar standard and with a similar degree of efficiency. Central to the
approach is the identification of factors associated with inter-authority
expenditure variation.

Statistical data describing the ‘clients’ that are understood to benefit from each

individual GAE, FRFG and redetermination service are used to achieve this; for
example, the number of school pupils is used as an indicator of expenditure on
school teaching staff.

In addition, other demand and cost factors which are also outwith the control of
local authorities, which offer plausible explanation for, and which can be shown
or can be logically argued to be associated with inter-authority expenditure
variation are utilised as indicators. Examples of these include indicators of
population dispersion (i.e. rurality) and deprivation.

All indicators must be factors which plausibly affect either the demand for
services or the unit cost of meeting that demand. They were selected after
thorough discussions with local authorities and other service specialists.
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In some cases, a pair or group of indicators can be shown to be clearly
correlated with inter-authority variations in expenditure. In such cases, the size
of the allowance made for each indicator may be derived mathematically from
the relationship between past expenditure and the indicators. For instance, the
GAE for primary school teaching staff, which is mainly based on pupil numbers,
also has a factor which takes account of the higher ratio of staff to pupils in rural
areas.

For the 2020-21 calculations, all such dual indicators have been tested against
the latest available expenditure data from the 2017-18 Local Financial Returns
that the Scottish Government collects from local authorities. The testis a
simple linear regression to measure the relationship between both indicators
and expenditure per head. The regression coefficients calculated are used to
determine the weights applied to the two indicators. For all such calculated
indicators, the data are re-priced in order to update them from the year of
analysis of past expenditure to the year for which GAE is being estimated.
Finally, in the interests of stability, they are averaged with the weights used in
the previous settlement (2019-20).

Composite indicators are single indicator expressions which encompass a
number of factors, each considered to be plausibly associated with inter-
authority variation in expenditure, and are often used to include a more complex
mix of factors.

GAE plus SINA totals for each local authority are used to distribute any
additional changes in funding resulting from subsequent Spending Reviews.

The client group approach used in GAE is well established, and much of the
methodology is unchanged between settlements. A full description of the Client
Group Approach is provided in Finance Circular 11/1992. This has however
been adjusted slightly this year, so that both indicators in the dual indicator
method are tested for significance (see also section 2.2 below).

2 Changes Since the Last Settlement

2.1 Comparison to 2019-20 settlement

The needs-based indicators used in assessments have, where possible, been
updated to use the most up-to-date data available, though a few elements are
fixed, for example, with 2011 population census data.

Since several GAE lines have merged, either with other GAE lines or with
FRFGs or redeterminations, individual totals have not remained at the same
levels as the 2019-20 settlement. This is a departure from the practice
introduced for the 2008-11 settlement where individual service and sub-service
level GAEs were generally kept the same as those from the previous
settlement. It also means that a simple comparison of GAEs relative to 2019-20
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is not suitable; the total amount distributed on GAE formulae has increased by
over £200 million (with an equivalent reduction in the amount of FRFGs and
redeterminations). There have also been various increases to GAEs and
redeterminations, and some new redeterminations.

2.2 Dataissues

The Data Issues Working Group (DIWG) is the technical advisory group,
comprising of representatives of the Scottish Government and local government
(including COSLA), which exists to assist the analytical work undertaken in
support of the allocation calculations. The work programme of the DIWG is
directed by the Settlement and Distribution Group (SDG), which was
established to oversee all matters relating to the local government finance
settlement. Data issues dealt with through the DIWG, and agreed by the SDG,
since the last settlement are listed below.

Dual Indicator Review 2019

The Dual Indicator Review is undertaken for two reasons. The first is to
establish whether or not pairs of indicators currently used in the settlement
calculations, and determined mathematically, continue to be valid by displaying
a statistically significant relationship with past expenditure. The second is to
produce updated regression coefficients — the measure of the relationship
between expenditure and the indicators — for use in the next Settlement. The
coefficients determine the amount of funding distributed on each indicator.

Twelve GAE lines, distributed by this methodology, were tested, nine of which
returned significant values to confirm that the expected relationships still exist.
Waste Collection GAE, which uses the Dispersion Index as one of the
indicators, failed statistical testing for the third consecutive year. Parks and
Open Spaces GAE, which uses Urban Settlement Pattern as a one of the
indicators, failed for the fourth time in seven years. School Hostels and Clothing
GAE, which uses Pupil Numbers as an indicator, failed, that indicator having
been tested for the first time (following a change to the methodology), but on
investigation has repeatedly failed in the past.

When an indicator fails the statistical testing, the established protocol is for a
three-year average of the indicator to be tested and used if a significant
relationship is established. For all three failed indicators, the 3-year average of
the indicator failed to display a statistically significant relationship with
expenditure. The SDG agreed to the following:

(i) For the failed Waste Collection indicator, an agreed formula of 95 per cent
household numbers, and five per cent population dispersion would be used.
These were considered logical drivers of need, with the percentage weightings
in line with historical distributions and spend patterns.

(i) For the failed Parks and Open Spaces, adjusted population would be used
as a single indicator.
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(iii) For the failed School Hostels and Clothing indicator, the GAE line would be
split, with School Hostels distributed in hostel places, and School Clothing Grant
distributed on children in families on IS/JSA/UC.

We have also simplified the way we present GAE lines calculated using dual
indicator reviews. In the past they have been shown as a distribution based on
a primary indicator, with an adjustment then made determined by applying a
coefficient to a secondary indicator. We are now showing the two indicators,
together with the weightings applied to each (also see Annex 7).

Distributions Review

During 2019 a considerable package of formularisation and simplification was
carried out in the allocation formulae. These changes can be broadly
categorised into three types

About 22 allocation lines (GAEs, FRFGs or redeterminations) were merged with
other related lines that had identical distribution formulae. This resulted in a
tidying up of the formulae, without affecting individual allocations.

Eighteen allocation lines (again GAEs, FRFGs or redeterminations), that had in
recent years not been distributed based on a formula with updatable data, but
had simply been rolled forward each year, were given formulae. In some cases
this related to the formula of another, related allocation line, and so they were
simply merged into these. In those cases this resulted in a simplification, but in
all cases this resulted in change in distribution to a client-based formula which is
considered a more equitable method.

Nine GAE lines, which had previously been distributed based on local authority
budgeted or reported spend, were converted into client-based formulae. These
changes resulted in a change in the distribution between authorities. Four GAE
lines remain distributed on budget or spend data, with all four due to be
reviewed during 2020.

Annex 9 gives a list of the changes made as part of the 2019 review.
2.3 Specific GAE assessments
Free School Meal Entitlement as a deprivation measure

Universal eligibility for free school meals (FSM) was introduced for all pupils in
P1-P3 in Scottish primary schools in January 2015. However, since then some
authorities have extended universal entitlement beyond P3, and other
authorities have slightly widened their entitlement criteria. This has resulted in
some unreliability in the indicator historically used for Education Deprivation
GAE, i.e. the proportion of pupils in P4-P7 in each primary school that are
entitled to free school meals, as recorded in the government’s Healthy Living
Survey.
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It was therefore agreed, as a short-term measure, to use pupil-level data for
entittement amongst P5-P7 from the Pupil Census for the latest year. These
data will be averaged with the two previous years’ data from the Healthy Living
Survey for use as the school-level deprivation measure used in Education
Deprivation GAE.

Pre-school Education

It was noted that the main indicator for the Pre-School Education GAE was the
number of reported places in pre-school provision for 4-year-olds, despite the
GAE line being related to a service which covers mainly both three- and four-
year-olds.

Due to different policies amongst local authorities regarding eligibility for three-
year-olds, it was agreed to adjust the formula to include an element based on
three-year-old population, with the weighting between that and four-year-old
provision places based on the overall share of provision between three- and
four-year-olds.

2.4 Local Authority naming convention

The names of two local authorities have been revised from those used in
previous publications, in line with their local authority’s naming convention.
Eilean Siar has been updated to Na h-Eileanan Siar, and Edinburgh (City of)
has been updated to City of Edinburgh. These authorities have therefore been
placed in their new position in the alphabetical order of the tables. Please note
that this differs from the order used in the Finance Circular.

3 Settlement Checking Process

The remit of the Settlement and Distribution Group stated that the group feed
into the checking of the local government finance settlement prior to publication.
A major part of this checking relates to the GAE, FRFG and redetermination
calculations to ensure that all the relevant indicators have been updated and the
correct methodology applied. The checking took place between 13" December
2019 and the end of January 2020, during which local authority and COSLA
officials were given full access to the provisional GAE calculations.
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4 Guide to the Tables

Section 1 shows broad service level GAE totals (i.e. education, social work,
roads and transport etc.) for 2020-21.

Section 2 shows the 2020-21 calculations by sub service heading. For each
GAE service heading all indicators are shown and indicator notes, definitions
and sources are brought together to allow as much detail as possible in a single
place, and under a single heading. Table notes may refer to an annex where
further background data have been used in the construction of a particular
indicator (for example population adjustments and construction of the composite
indices). Individual lines have been re-ordered since last year to place lines for
similar client-groups together.

Section 3 shows similar 2020-21 calculations for the FRFGs, redeterminations,

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Annex 7: Importance of Indicators within the Settlement

The change in presentation used in the above tables enables a more straightforward
determination of the importance of each indicator used in the settlement. In the past
in these calculations, 100 per cent of a GAE allocation was attributed to the indicator
identified as the primary indicator, whereas now only the percentage distributed on
that indicator is included. Likewise, allocation based on what was identified as the
secondary indicator was not included in this table, and shown as a zero-sum
redistribution in a separate table, but now these are included alongside the other
indicators. The table also includes the indictors used in FRFGs and redeterminations,
which were not included in previous editions.

This means that the values in the following table are sometimes markedly different
than those shown in previous years.

Before considering the relative importance of each indicator, it should also be noted
that the amount distributed on each one is not the only factor that one should take
into consideration when determining how different factors are accounted for in the
allocation formulae. Another factor is how discriminatory the indicators are. For
example, some of the main deprivation indicators distribute about five times as much
per head to the most deprived authority as to the least deprived authority, whereas
the rurality indicators distribute 500 times as much to the most rural as to the least. In
other words, it doesn’'t need as much weight on the more discriminatory indicators to
reallocate the equivalent amount of funding to those areas in need. This may be
because deprivation is more uniformly distributed than is rurality, or it may be a
characteristic of the measurement.

Another issue to consider is that, as well as accounting for the additional unit cost of
provision in deprived areas, deprivation indicators also often serve just as client
counts where a service is means-tested.
