Inspection under the Aquatic Animal Health (Scotland) Regulations 2009

The above site was inspected, in accordance with the Aquatic Animal Health (Scotland)
Regulations 2009, and to meet the requirements of European Community Council Directive
2006/88/EC.

All epidemiological units were inspected. On this occasion no samples were taken for disease
analysis. The Inspector did not observe any clinical signs associated with the listed diseases as
described in the Aquatic Animal Health (Scotland) Regulations 2009.

Records

The surveillance frequency category of the site was assessed as medium. An inspection under
the Aquatic Animal Health (Scotland) Regulations 2009 will be conducted every second year. The
category of the site will be reassessed on a routine basis and updated as required.

The information required for the public record of aquaculture production businesses regarding this
site was verified and where necessary updated. The following records were also inspected to
ensure that the conditions of authorisation for your Aquaculture Production Business (APB) are
being met:

Aquaculture animal and aquaculture animal product movement records were inspected and found
to be inadequately maintained.

Mortality records were inspected and found to be adequately maintained.

The biosecurity measures plan for the site was inspected and found to be inadequately
maintained.

The following points were raised with the site representative during the inspection:

e FS numbers must be recorded in the source/destination section of the movement record
book, to allow for better traceability of stocks. It was discussed with the site manager that
this would be recorded in future. No further action is required.

e The biosecurity measures plan detailed incineration as the method of mortality disposal,
the site manager confirmed that this method was not used and that the morts were placed
in a skip and uplifted for disposal but did not know the place of disposal. The biosecurity
measures plan should be updated to reflect current mortality disposal practice including
location of disposal.

e A dive report on the 29" October 2019 detailed that a hole had been repaired on one of
the nets following observations of a seal being in the pen. This incident was not reported
to the Fish Health Inspectorate as required. This matter was discussed with the Area
Manager and an initial notification form is to be submitted.

These must be addressed to ensure the conditions of authorisation for your Aquaculture
Production Business (APB) are being met. Records or documentation demonstrating that these
points have been addressed should be sent to the Fish Health Inspectorate (contact details
below) within 30 days of the date this report was issued.

Medicine records were inspected and found to be adequately maintained.
Samples were taken to be analysed for veterinary residues.

The site was also inspected in accordance with the Aquaculture and Fisheries (Scotland) Act
2007, as amended, with respect to section 3 regarding parasites (sea lice), section 4A regarding
fish farm management agreements and statements and section 5 regarding containment and
escapes.

On this occasion the site was found to be satisfactory with regards to fish farm management
agreements and statements.

Recommendations were issued in relation to sea lice records:

e The site did not have a harvesting strategy where fewer populations or part populations
are held without treatment for sea lice;

e There was no site specific written lice management procedure with waypoints describing
set actions to deal with recognised scenarios during the escalation of a sea lice infestation.

Given that there has been issues with seal interaction including a breach in containment with a
seal accessing a pen, the site has been recommended for an enhanced containment inspection,
this will be conducted in due course.
