Additional Case Intormation:

All fish on from Glen Orrin Fishery as blue trout. - first input to site was 13/5/20. Further inputs of 200 fish 4/8/20 and 19/11/20,
110 on 7/6/21. Fish are harvested for use at Alladale Wilderness Lodge at same location, 100 harvested on 6/1/21 and initially
placed in freezer before being used for guests at the lodge. - No mortalities have been observed since input.

Main concern on site are water temperature in the summer. The tanks are located within a greenhouse like structure with no
shading. In the summer temperature's were in excess of 200C. Issues with treating plants with chemicals - green fly were an
issue but available treatments were limited due to the recirculation of the water for fish use. No treatments have been required
for the fish. Do not have a vet assigned for fish health but the vet who looks after the estate dogs has fish expertise.

Unable to locate movement book but had inputs detailed in note pad. New movement book to be sent out for future use.

Did not have a biosecurity measures plan.

The above site was inspected, in accordance with the Aquatic Animal Health (Scotland)

All epidemiological units were inspected. On this occasion no samples were taken for disease
analysis. The Inspector did not observe any clinical signs associated with the listed diseases as
described in the Aquatic Animal Health (Scotland) Regulations 2009.

Records

The surveillance frequency category of the site was assessed as low. An inspection under the
Aquatic Animal Health (Scotland) Regulations 2009 will be conducted every third year.
