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Mr Glen - Aberdeenshire Council Infrastructure Services Committee considered the above at their
meeting on 25 January 2007 and agreed the following responses:

Ql: Do you agree that the age of purchase of tobacco products should be raised to 18 as provided
for in the draft Order, and with the assumptions made in the partial RIA?

Response: Yes, the age limit should be raised to 18.
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Q2: With this in mind, we would welcome views on:-
issues which you think require to be addressed in preparation for the
proposed change in the legal age for purchase, and
the period of time required between the announcement of the change and
its implementation.

Response: the age limit should be raised to 18 as soon as possible.
