The British Lung Foundation Scotland works to help and support people with all lung
diseases. We focus our resources on providing support for people affected by lung
disease today; and working to bring about positive change for people affected by lung
disease in the future.

The British Lung Foundation Scotland welcomes the opportunity to comment on this
consultation and would like to submit the following written evidence.

Should the minimum age of purchase of tobacco products should be raised to 18?

The British Lung Foundation Scotland welcomes the move to increase the minimum
age for the sale of tobacco to 18. We do not believe that as a stand-alone measure,
this would have a significant impact on teenage smoking rates. However, when
implemented in conjunction with other tobacco control measures, such as the ban on
smoking in enclosed public places, we feel that increasing the minimum age to 18
would be a positive move for several reasons:

• The law on tobacco sales would be in line with alcohol sales. In addition to
delivering a consistent message about the negative health impact of both tobacco
and alcohol, it would simplify age limit restricted product sales for retailers and
ease enforcement for Trading Standards

• An increase in the age limit to 18 would reinforce the message that smoking is a
dangerous activity, therefore, young people should be given legal protection to
discourage its use
