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NHS Tayside supports the recommendations contained in the report Towards a Future Without
Tobacco'.

With regard to the draft legislation, NHS Tayside agrees that the age of purchase of tobacco
products should be raised to 18 and that a transition period of 6 to 12 months would be
appropriate to prepare for change. Sufficient resources should also be made available, by the
Scottish Executive, to Local Authorities to effectively implement the new legislation.

NHS Tayside is particularly pleased to see the recommendations in the Report related to Health
Promoting Schools and Peer Support and it will continue to strongly support these initiatives. We
will also continue to ensure that the focus of our work is driven by the needs of young people
with an emphasis on tackling health inequalities.
