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Re:  Scottish Executive Proposal for Legislation: Blood Testing following Criminal
Incidents where there is a Risk of Infection

The Canadian Professional Police Association (CPPA) represents 54,000 police personnel in
Canada. In conjunction with our federal and provincial affiliates we have actively lobbied for
this type of legislation for several years. In the last three years we have corresponded with the
Scottish Police Federation (SPF) concerning our efforts and successes in Canada. In the last year
I have corresponded with Mr. Bill Barron from your Justice Department on this issue and we
have provided him with examples of legislation enacted in three of our ten provincial
jurisdictions, including draft legislation from our Uniform Law Conference of Canada (ULCC).
We expect to see legislation enacted in two, possibly three, additional provincial jurisdictions in
the near future. Based on our involvement with the SPF, your Justice Department and our
experience with such legislation in Canada, we would like to respond to the Minister’s invitation
and express our views on the proposals.

Please accept this as our response to the questions in the consultation paper.

Question 1: Do you agree that any legislation giving rights to individuals to apply for
information about blood-borne viral infections with which they may have been infected,
should apply universally? Or should the protection be restricted to particular groups of
people? If the latter, what groups should it be restricted to and what would be the
justification for this?

In our view the provisions
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
