ADVICE FOR ALL: PUBLICLY FUNDED LEGAL ASSISTANCE IN SCOTLAND -

Whilst the approach appears attractive, members have concerns regarding the lack of clarity as
to who is responsible for co-ordinating activity in the short tenn.

Question 2
What support activity do you believe would need to be provided to assist Local Authorities in
developing theirplanning and co-ordination of PFLA at a local level? Who should provide this?

Members are aware that the capacity of law and administration departments within Local
Authorities can be limited. In both the short and longer tenn, it is recognised that there is a role
for the voluntary sector, as well as the development of legal advice through certain corporate
bodies or companies, who build legal cover into other products in an effort to provide
comprehensive coverage.
