Caligus numbers had been increasing on site, targetted treatments are being conducted on cages to reduce numbers, when 

required, Lep numbers have been low throughout the cycle, although increased 2023 WK 4, but not above the increased 

monitoring level.  Numbers have reduced to 0.2 adult females for 2023 WK 6.

Site had received positive results for furunculosis, however, decIsion was made to reduce handling rather than treat, this was 

reported to have been successful in limiting mortalities and negative results were recently returned for furunculosis.
