Salmon came on from Duartmore and have generally performed well throughout most of the cycle. Mortalities increased during 

the autum of 22 and was attributed to AGD excerbated by environmental insult.

Only medicinal treatments were a SLICE in Feb 22 and Salmosan in April 22. All other treatments have been FW (July, 

October and Novemeber 22). Site reported good clearance of lice following each treatment.

Site received 5,832 farmed wrassed in July 21 (58% mortality since input) and 8,676 wildcaught wrasse in August/September 

21 (50% mortality since input).

Fouling was osbserved on the droppers, mainly sea 

stars and tube worms.

Good settlement of spat last year. 2022 stock appeared in good condition with little fouling on the droppers. Site manager 

explained that the droppers are coiled back and tied to the headline so that they loop within the first 1m of water. He reported 

that this helps to reduce fouling on the line by sea squirts in the early stages of growth.

Site is currently harvesting every 2 weeks and all movements off the site go straight for human consumption. Mussels are 

transported by a local courier to SSMG factory in Belshiel for distribution.
