Site inspection conducted following a report from the site manager that increased unexplained mortalities have been observed 

on site. In addition, a Florocol treatment 2 weeks prior to the inspection was unresponsive in the fish experiencing elevated 

mortalities. Mortality level was first noted 5 weeks ago with ~15 morts per day, compared to the usually ~1 per week.  These 

mortalities have not been observed in the brown trout stock housed in the same pond. 

Origin of fish is from Costa Springs (Yorkshire). At input, October 2021, all were doing well and healthy. 

During the site inspection, a few fish were observed to be darker than normal and slightly lethargic in affected pond. No lesions 

were observed in these fish. The more moribund fish had been capture previously that morning and kept aside in a keep cage 

in the pond. 5 fish were removed from the keep cage and sampled for diagnostic testing. Fish have been noted to have a good 

feeding response. Some minor fin damage observed in the brown trout population. 

Prescription of Florocol treatment in February 2023 not available. Invoice from vet available. 

Fish on site are being produced to supply fisheries.

Section 1: Summary 
 
The above site was inspected following a report of unexplained increased mortality, in one pond, 
by the farm operator. During the physical inspection, five fish were removed for diagnostic 
sampling.  
 
Histopathological examination revealed moderate to marked, diffuse hepatic and pancreatic acinar 
degeneration. One fish also displayed marked diffuse, necrotising splenitis and mild myocarditis.  
No overt infectious agents were detected in the H&E stained sections. A mild lamellar filament 
hyperplasic branchitis was also observed. 
 
Flavobacterium psychrophilum was identified on plates taken from spleen material of one fish.  The 
level and purity cannot be used to comment on the overall effect of this bacterium as previous 
antibiotic treatment of the fish population may have inhibited the bacterial growth.

Section 2: Case Detail 
 
Observations 
 
Following a report of increased mortality observed in one pond on the trout site, a site inspection 
was conducted. Pond D1 was noted to be experiencing unexplained increased mortalities in the 
rainbow trout population; D1 houses brown and rainbow trout together. A few moribund and 
lethargic fish were isolated in a keep cage prior to inspection. A couple darker and lethargic fish 
were observed in the pond during the inspection but were able to swim away when attempted to 
net out. No lesions were observed in the fish  in the pond, or on those removed for sampling.  
 
Livers were observed in all fish sampled to have a mottled appearance and small in size (F3 and 
F5), with F5 possessing nodular-like lesions. In addition, sampled hearts were observed to be 
rounded in shape, with petechial haemorrhaging observed on the heart of F1.

Results 
 
Bacteriology: Spleen and gill material from F1 to F5 were inoculated onto appropriate media for 
the isolation of bacteria.  
 
The following bacteria was isolated from the spleen of fish F3: 
 

• Flavobacterium psychrophilum 
 
Three fish were tested for Renibacterium salmoninarum (bacterial kidney disease) and 
Flavobacterium psychrophilum (rainbow trout fry syndrome), with these testing negative.   
 
 
Virology: Tissue samples were tested for segments of nucleic acid indicative of the presence of 
the pathogens using real-time PCR (qPCR). 
 
The samples tested negative for infectious haematopoietic necrosis virus (IHNV), infectious 
pancreatic necrosis virus (IPNV), infectious salmon anaemia virus (ISAV), salmonid alphavirus 
(SAV) and viral haemorrhagic septicemia virus (VHSV).  
 
 
Parasitology:  
 
Five pectoral fins were preserved in ethanol for Gyrodactylus screening. Multiple monogenean 
parasites with morphology consistent with Gryodactylus sp. were observed on fins from F1, F2, F4 
and F5, with the fin from F3 having only one. No other parasites were observed on the fins or in the 
sample tubes. 
 
30 parasites were referred for further testing by qPCR  to determine the species of Gyrodactyus. 
Results are pending. A separate report will be issued on receipt of these results. 
 
 
Histology: Tissue samples of gill, skin and skeletal muscle, heart, pyloric caeca, pancreas, hind 
gut, liver, spleen and kidney and were taken from F1 to F5.  
 
Histopathological examination revealed the following: 
 
Gill: Lamellar hyperplasia branchitis, very mild, multifocal and some lamellar necrosis (F1-F5). F3 
and F5 displayed swollen cells shedding off. 
 
Skin & Muscle: White skeletal muscle necrosis, mild multifocal (F1) and two small foci of blood 
noted in the red skeletal muscle (F5). 
 
Heart: Compact layer of ventricle chamber displayed several foci of haemorrhage (F1), some 
musculature degeneration and cellular inflammation (F1, F2, F3, F4). F4 & F5 also displayed some 
small foci of necrotising granulomatous-like reaction in the epicardium. Blood clot in the valve area 
(F1). Pericarditis (F1, F2).
